We are located in Kingston and Belleville, and serve Ontario residents, over the age of 18, with 
one of the following immigration statuses 

 Canadian Citizen born outside of Canada 

 Permanent Resident 

 Provincial Nominee Program Certificate holder (or Dependent) 

 Convention Refugee/Protected Person 

 Person in Canada whose application for Permanent Resident status is being processed in 
Canada and who has been informed by a letter from Immigration, Refugees and 
Citizenship Canada of the initial approval of their application subject to an admissibility 
assessment 

 Refugee Claimant 

 Temporary Worker or Student who has obtained initial approval for a concurrent 
Application for Permanent Residence 

 Foreign Domestic Worker admitted under the Live-In Caregiver Program 

 Canada-Ukraine Authorization for Emergency Travel (CUAET) holders 

 Temporary Resident Visas for Certain Extended Family Affected by the Crisis in Gaza
